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South Coast Rosés Get Top Honors

Two of South Coast Winery Resort & Spa’s newest wines were singled out for top honors at the New World International Wine Competition held in Ontario, Calif.  earlier this month.

South Coast’s newly released 2005 Merlot Rosé received a best of class gold medal from the judges at the competition, which included 2,125 entries from Australia, Canada, Mexico and the United States. 

The winery’s 2005 Cabernet Rosé received a gold medal.

“To receive a gold medal is quite a honor,” said South Coast winemaker Jon McPherson. “To receive top honors for wines that are a new varietal style for us is exceptional.”

Overall, South Coast received medals for five of the eight wines it entered in the competition. 

Three of the winery’s Syrahs also medalled. The 2003 Syrah from Rolling Hills Estate Vineyard won a silver medal, the 2003 Syrah from South Coast received silver and the 2003 Syrah from Wild Horse Peak Mountain Vineyard captured a bronze.

McPherson said rosé wines appeal to both experienced and novice wine lovers. 

Depending on the underlying varietal character, “grapiness,” and the amount of residual sugar, they goes superbly with anything grilled:  beef, chicken and fish, he said.

The 2005 Merlot Rosé ($14) is a light, mildly sweet, drinkable wine that goes well with nearly all food. With 4 percent residual sugar, it has become a favorite of those who prefer a less dry wine.

Overall, it has good body and is loaded with sweet-tart cranberry, strawberry and blueberry character.  A Touch of sweetness lifts the character and rounds the

edges.  


The Cabernet Rosé ($14) carries sensational strawberry flavors and has residual sugar of 2 percent. Those who enjoy a bolder wine, a more robust red will enjoy the Cabernet Rosé, McPherson said.
